IMMUNIZATIONS

Starting in 2019 children in Grade 5 will not be immunized with the HPV and HBV vaccines, as these will be offered the following year in Grade 6.  Public health nurses will also be reviewing the immunization records of all students from Grades 1 to 9 to assess immunization status and contacting parents if their children are missing immunization information.  If parents provide consent, students can be immunized at school.  Parents will continue to have the final decision on immunizing their children.
WEATHER
During the winter months, wind chill may affect the decision to allow students outdoors for recess or other activities. Wind chill is the cooling sensation caused by the combined effect of temperature and wind. When the temperature with or without wind chill is -20C or colder, students are to come inside the building, and students are not to attend outside activities.
If it is warmer than -20C, students will be expected to continue with recess and other outdoor activities.  Please dress them for all types of weather.
